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EL- BADA'A DOCTRINE: DEMONSTRATION AND REFUTATION
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Abstract This study discusses Al-Badaa’, a false doctrine which
attributes ignorance to Allah (SWT). The source of this belief is
the Jews who attribute all defects to Allah. It was adopted by
Abdullah bin Saba’ and later by Al-Mokhtar Al-thaqafi . After
that, it spread among She’ats who defended it, claiming that it is

equal to abrogation of the Sunnas. This is obviously void .
Al-Badaa’ is a false doctrine and the one who follows it is

an unbeliever because of describing Allah (SWT) as ignorant. This
contradicts the Quran, the Sunna and Reason.
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
