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Mind's Role in the Reconition Of Islamic Rule Before The

Abstract: Moslem scholars agreed that Allah is the ruler and no rules except
His Ones. The disagreement among scholars is in the recognition of the rule
before sending messengers and the question is for rule receivers: Is it possible
for mind to recognize it without messengers, a holy book or a text either
connotationally or denotationally. This depends on the base “mind’s
improvement and uglification”. The party who claimed Islamic law
improvement and uglification like Ashae’ra was adopting limited vision on
Islamic law rules. Others who adopted mind’s improvement and uglification
had another vision on Islamic rules. Ancestors, Matereedia, Mu’tazela and
Shia’a agreed upon feature stability in actions recognized by mind.
