This research investigates the rules of exception in oath in Islamic
sharia-a comparative figih study. This research was limited to five
subjects. The first subject was devoted to the definition of oath and the
explanation of its religious justification. The other four subjects were to
cover the other different aspects of the research related to the definition
of the exception in oath, explanation of its religious justification, its
restrictions, when exception is permissible and the effect of exception in
oath. The result is that exception in oath is legitimate, but there are a
number of restrictions that should be available to make exception in oath
effective.
