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Abstract

The Jordanian Civil Law prescribes its own regulations with respect to reliance
on lesion. The legislator states that this law is derived from the Islamic Sharid, We
have found that the lesion resulting from utilizing the contractor’s pressing need, lack
of experience, or recklessness, in whcih the cheated contractor sustains tremendous
loss, cannot be released from the contract despite its unjustice. Despite the fact that
the cheated party’s willingness involves a voluntary vice and that the utilizing party’s
willingness involves a civil crime, and despite the imbalance in presentations, the
cheated contractor has not attained protection from the Jordanian legislator in the
lesion regualtions.

This abnormal sitvation in the discussed regulation above has triggered this
study. In addition, the Jordanian legislator’s statement that this regulation is derived
from the Islamic Shari4 is highly accredited as a precise piece of ligislation. This, the
true attitude of this law towards the cases of lesion and the method by which the
Jordanian legistlator has made the derivations are investigated , consequently , this
paper is titled:
