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This research is about the sect called Ahmadia and the Muslims' attitude
towards it as some consides it as non-Muslim and some see it as extreme.
Its founder 1s Gholam Ahmad Algdiani who was born in 1840 in the village
of Qadian in the Indian Bunjab District. His family was a supporter of the
British. He himself worked with the British high commissioner in India for
four years, then he retired and worked with his father in business. After
that, he wrote a book entitled "Ahmadia Proofs in Quran's Inimitability and
proving Prophecy", then he claimed to be a prophet, so there was a revolt
against this movement in Pakistan and the scholars announced that
Algediania was a Non-Muslim minority and asked the government to do
the same thing. The followers of Ahmadia excluded some legal duties such
as Jihad (holy war). They see that prophecy is still present and was not
ended with Mohammad (peace be upon him).
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
