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Abstract

Convention is considered as a key fundamental issue that needs more
research and investigation that could clarify, verify and control it 1llustratlng the
role it plays in deducing judgnents in Islamic Law.

The study revealed that convention affects legislation on three levels that
were formulated in three comprehbensive fundamental convention rules approved
by fundamentalist and scholars,

The first rule is: "Addressor's speech is taken as it conventionally means.
Second, convention prevails as long as it is not controlled by law and language.
Finally, judgments change with the change of conventien.
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
