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ABSTRACT

This paper discusses figh (Islamic Jurisprudence) issues related to Islamic medical
practitioners and ethics surrounding Figh and medicine. It examines the various
opinions among the 'ulama’ (Islamic religious scholars) regarding differing methods of
treatment and highlights the strongest views based on the particular situation of the
patient. Undergoing treatment might fall under the following categories of action:
compulsory, recommended, permissible or non-recommended action. This issue is
discussed based on available evidence and proof. The paper also addresses figh issues
and the views of 'ulama related to medical practices and the relationship between the
medical doctor and patient, particularly regarding the area of medical experience in
light of contemporary developments in medical technology, along with the necessary
attributes and standards of a doctor.
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
