ABSTRACT 
This paper discusses Fiqh (Islamic Jurisprudence) as it relates to Islamic medical 

practitioners and ethics surrounding medicine.  It examines the various opinions among the 
Ulama’ (Islamic religious scholars) regarding differing methods of treatment and 
highlights some of Ulama’s most popular views depending upon the particular 
circumstances of a patient.  Undergoing treatment is discussed based upon available 
evidence and falls under the following categories of action:  1) compulsory; 2) 
recommended; 3) permissible or; 4) non-recommended.  The paper takes into consideration 
Fiqh regulations in addressing the views of the Ulama’ as they relate to the medical 
practice and the relationship between the doctor and patient, particularly regarding 
contemporary developments in medical technology and standards set for doctors.
